SIMON’S TOWN SAILING

Simon’s Town is well loved for its quaint harbour, framed by the 
Cape’s typical rugged peaks, its rich history and the famous colony 
of African penguins that live on the shores. Discover this Cape 
destination during a full-day charter. 

Berthing is not available, but Princess Eve can be anchored, 
allowing you to enjoy the restaurants, museums and shops on 
shore. Boulders Beach is a short ride from the town’s jetty, 
where you can spot the penguins. Tours to Cape Point Nature 
Reserve can be arranged on request. In season, you may even be 
fortunate enough to spot whales in False Bay.

HOUT BAY HORIZON

Although not guaranteed, berthing is usually available alongside 
the quay, giving you the chance to explore this nook of the Cape 
and its scenic wonders during your half-day charter. The harbour is 
home to a handful of lovely restaurants and the town, to many 
others. 
A drive along the awe-inspiring Chapman’s Peak should not be 
missed — especially at sunset!

Note: An overnight experience can also be arranged in Hout Bay, 
depending on berthing availability.

TERMS & CONDITIONS
INFORMATION

Booking Confirmation and Deposit:

• Provisional bookings will only be held for 14 days and if not confirmed in that time will be automatically released.
• A 50% deposit (inclusive of fuel deposit) is required within 14 days of making a booking to secure the reservation.
• The remaining balance is due within 48 hours prior to boarding.
• The Princess Eve reserves the right to release bookings should payment not be received by the requested date.

Cancellation Policy: 

• Cancellation within 2 – 30 days prior to arrival, 50% of booking, excluding the fuel deposit, will be levied.
• Cancellations less than 48 hours prior to arrival, 100% of the booking, excluding the fuel deposit, will be levied.
• If a charter is cancelled due to adverse weather conditions every effort will be made to reschedule the charter for a date

convenient to both the client and the Princess Eve, alternatively any deposit or advance payment made by the client will
be refunded in full.

The Princess Eve Yacht rates is commissionable to the agent up to 10% and a DMC up to 20% for 
accommodation and venue hire, excluding port fees and fuel.

Child Policy: 

• Children of all ages are welcome on the vessel, however if they are minors under the age of 18, they are to be

accompanied and supervised by the responsible adult.

• The Princess Eve master and crew cannot supervise and be held responsible for children on board.

• Alcohol will not be served to children under the age of 18.

General Policies:

• The Princess Eve cannot be held liable for any damage to or loss of personal goods.

• The Princess Eve reserves the right to charge for pilferage or damage to the vessel and/or its equipment and 

instrumentation.

• All passengers, once aboard the vessel, fall under the direct authority of the Master and Vessel Operators and undertake 

to comply with any requests and instructions issued to them by such persons. Failure to do so, at the Masters discretion, 

the charter will be terminated and full costs incurred to the guest/client.

• Passengers undertake, always, to respect the environment and will not intentionally pollute, damage or otherwise harm 

sea life and the surrounding environment.

• Every passenger will be required to sign an indemnity form.

• A 10% surcharge applies to rates (venue hire) on public holidays and during the festive season period (Christmas (25 

December), Boxing Day (26 December), New Years Eve (31 December), New Years (01 January).

• No third persons/adults or children sharing with parents are allowed in the cabins. (Maximum of 2 persons per cabin 

allowed and a maximum 8 persons per vessel.)

• Guests should board 15 minutes before departure and disembark no later than 15 minutes after the agreed 

disembarkation time.
